Measure and mark the 
position of all posts and 
ensure they are aligned.

Dig the post holes. Position 
the posts in the post holes, 
aligning bolt holes with 
fence line, and brace plumb. 
Do not pour concrete yet.

Recommended post depth 
underground: 600 mm.

Position first panel 
against end post 50 mm 
from ground and level. 
Secure panel to end post 
using a bracket at top, 
middle, and bottom.
