Types of building products

There are two classes of designated building products with different information requirements for each. The below
summarises the information that must be provided for each class of product and when the information must be made
available.

Class 1: Batch or mass-produced products

Batch or mass-produced products that are typically available for retail or wholesale purchase. For example, cladding
products, mechanical fixings, insulation products, internal lining, roofing products, structural wood-based products,
structural steel and reinforcing products, sanitary plumbing, and drainage products, including tapware (note: this is not
an exhaustive list).

Class 2: Custom-made lines of products

Custom-made lines of products that are made to order to client specifications. For example, external window joinery and
doors that have been customised to the specifications of individual clients (for example, specifications on dimensions
and glass type).

MBIE provides resources to support manufacturers, importers, wholesalers, distributors, and retailers to understand
what their obligations are, and how to meet them.

Background

The Building Amendment Act 2021 introduced new minimum information requirements for building products to support
better informed decision-making by building consent authorities, building owners, builders, and designers. The new
regulations designate several building products for which building product information must be provided and establish
the minimum requirements for that information.

The new regulations will ensure better and more consistent information is available for these products, helping

inform building consent authority decisions on building consent applications. This should result in fewer requests

for information, and therefore faster processing times. In addition, the requirements will ensure people, including
homeowners, are given the information they need to make good decisions about products, and use and maintain them
as intended.

Statement on how the building product is expected to contribute to compliance:

This decking is fit for purpose in applications requiring the following decking design:

Maximum joist spacing - 450mm centres

Minimum ground clearance - 400mm

Minimum distance from side or end to fixed structures - 7mm
Minimum distance from side edge for fixings - 12mm
Minimum distance from end for fixings - 122mm

Minimum gapping - 4.5mm

Ventilation

A minimum ground clearance of 400mm is recommended to allow for adequate ventilation.
Additional side and top ventilation is required if the deck is installed with less than 400mm
clearance.

Fixings

Decking should be fixed using Hot Dipped Galvanised or Stainless Steel Screws - two screws

per joist. Screws should be pre drilled and countersunk to avoid splitting the timber and
provide the best possible finish. Stainless Steel fixings are recommended for coastal or poolside

Limitations on the use of the building product:

Tannin Warning

Kwila’s superior strength and stability are attributable to its tannin-rich properties, resulting in
low shrinkage and minimal surface and end splitting. Tannin is a naturally occurring substance
in timber which will leach the first few times it is exposed to moisture, staining timber, paved
areas and other nearby surfaces. Objects left on the timber surface will also draw tannin out,
creating surface marks. A thorough and regular hose down during the first few days will assist
in flushing excess tannin away and minimise subsequent staining.

Finishing

To prolong the life of your deck and maintain its premium look, decking oil with a UV stabiliser
should be applied within 2 weeks of installation. Cut ends and the underside of the deck should
be oiled prior to installation. The top surface should be cleaned using a stiff bristle brush prior
to applying a minimum 2 coats of decking oil.

Storage
Decking should be stored flat, off the ground and protected from the weather prior to installation.

Design requirements that would support the appropriate use of the building product:

Maximum 450mm joist centre spacings.
