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INTRODUCTION

The Full Boar 150mm Orbital Air Sander is perfect for sanding or
finishing curved and flat surfaces such as timber, metal, and fibreglass.
Suitable for use with 6 inch hook and loop sanding pads, this tools
random orbital pattern produces a superior surface finish.

Read and understand the Owner’s Manual before operating the Air
Sander. Failure to do so could result in personal injury or equipment
damage.

LUBRICATION

An automatic in-line filter, a pressure regulator and automatic
oiler is recommended as it increases the products service life. The
in-line oiler should be checked regularly and filled with air tool oil.

It is most important that the product be properly lubricated

by keeping the air line lubricator filled and correctly adjusted.
Without proper lubrication the product will not work properly and
parts will wear prematurely.

Use correct lubricant in the air line lubricator. The lubricator
should be of low air flow or changing air flow type, and should be
kept filled to the correct level. Use only recommended lubricants,
specially made for pneumatic applications. Substitutes may harm
the rubber compounds in the product’s O-rings and other rubber
parts.

Before connecting the tool, check the air compressor gauge to be sure it is
functioning within the proper range 6.2 bar (90 psi).

To change the speed of the sanding pad turn the speed control knob. Be sure
the tool is no connected to an air supply to prevent accidental start ups when
adjusting the knob.
