STEP 1

Please read through Fixing Requirements
prior to commencing Installation Steps.
Position bracket at desired height. Using a
pencil, mark the position of 4 or more holes
as required (one or more of these holes must
be on the stud if mounting to plasterboard).

Note: - Make sure the arrow on the bracket points up.
« Use spirit level to ensure bracket is level.

- Fix the shelf to the bracket by fitting the 2
countersunk head screws from underneath.

- Don't over-tighten (See Diagram 3B)

FIXING REQUIREMENTS:

1. When mounting onto a Plasterboard wall
mountings must be into at least 1 stud. If
holes do not align with stud, an extra hole
should be drilled through the bracket to
accommodate this.

2. A minimum of 4 screw must be used. Try
to use only one (upper or lower) of the twin
holes as securing using at both of twin holes
can weaken plaster.

NOTE:

For safety, the bracket pipes are angled
slightly upward to prevent shelf droop when
shelf is loaded to capacity.
