+ Operating specifications — High pressure: min 150 kPa — max 500 kPa, Temperature: min 2 °C — max 60 °C (kitchen
application), min 2 °C — max 50 °C (All other areas).

8. NOTE: Warranty claims WILL NOT be honoured where the ceramic cartridge has malfunctioned due to the presence in the water supply of:
copper tube pieces
sand, dirt or stones
thread tape
other objects not normally present in potable water supplies.

9. Prior to introducing the mains water supply, open the lever handle in the mixer position, midway between full hot and full cold. Remove the aerator from
the end of the outlet, then introduce the mains water to thoroughly flush the supply lines and mixer.
10. Reinstall the aerator.
11. Check all joints for leaks.
