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INTRODUCTION

This powerful Full Boar Air Needle Scaler is fitted with 19 - 180mm
x @3mm needles operating at 4000 blows per minute. This
dependable air tool is perfect for surface preparation including
the removal of paint, rust, dirt and weld slag. Built with a premium
lightweight housing and variable speed trigger for balance and
control.

Read and understand the Owner's Manual before operating the
Air Needle Scaler Failure to do so could result in personal injury or
equipment damage.

LUBRICATION

An automatic in-line filter, a pressure regulator and automatic
oiler is recommended as it increases the products service life. The
in-line oiler should be checked regularly and filled with air tool oil.

It is most important that the product be properly lubricated

by keeping the air line lubricator filled and correctly adjusted.
Without proper lubrication the product will not work properly and
parts will wear prematurely.

Use correct lubricant in the air line lubricator. The lubricator
should be of low air flow or changing air flow type, and should be
kept filled to the correct level. Use only recommended lubricants,
specially made for pneumatic applications. Substitutes may harm
the rubber compounds in the product’s O-rings and other rubber
parts.

SET UP & PREPARATION

ﬁ WARNING! Ensure the tool is in the off position before connecting to the
air supply.

Connecting air supply

1. Wrap Teflon tape (not supplied) around the Nitto Style Fitting approximately 4
to 5 times to ensure a leak free seal.

2. Screw in Nitto Style Fitting to the air inlet of the Air Needle Scaler.

3. Fasten the Nitto Style Fitting using a 14mm spanner (not supplied).

Under normal use conditions, the tool should be lubricated with air tool oil before
connecting the tool to an air supply. Add air tool lubricate into the air tool once
daily with minimal use, or twice a day with heavy use. Only a few drops of oil

at a time is necessary. Too much oil will only collect inside the tool and will be
noticeable in the exhaust cycle.

Before connecting the tool, check the air compressor gauge to be sure it is
functioning within the proper range 6.2 bar (90 psi).

Note: The tool and air hose must have a quick-connect hose coupling that allows
all pressure to be removed from the tool when the coupling is disconnected.

1. Pull back the sleeve on female quick
connector hose coupling, insert male end -
and release sleeve on quick connector.

Note: For best performance use 3/8" I/D
supply air hose.

WARNING! Ensure that the compressed air does not exceed 150 psi (10.3
bar) while operating the tool.

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OPERATION

General Operating Instructions

1. Ensure your work area is clean and well lit. Route the air hose along a safe route
to reach the work area with creating a tripping hazard.

2. Grip the Air Needle Scaler firmly, for the best control grip the tool with both
hands.

3. Ensure the Needles are not touching the working surface before engaging the
trigger.

4. Place the vibrating needles on the surface and keeping a light pressure move
the tool around the work piece.

Do not apply heavy pressure to the Air Needle Scaler to avoid damage to the
work piece and tool.

5. If the tool requires more force to achieve the desired result, ensure the airflow is
unobstructed and increase the output pressure of the regulator.

Ensure you do not exceed the maximum pressure of the tool 10.3 bar (150 psi).

A WARNING! Do not carry tool with your finger on the trigger.

WARNING! Do not clamp or hold the trigger with anything other then
your hand.
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MAINTENANCE

WARNING! Disconnect the air needle scaler from the air supply before
é carrying out maintenance and/or changing the needles

Do not touch the needles immediately after operation as they may get hot
during use. Wait for the needle to completely cool before handling.

Changing the Needles

Your Air Needle Scaler comes with 19 x 180mm x 3mm needles installed. To
replace the needles follow these steps.

1. Unscrew the needle assemble from the tool body and remove grub screws from
the sleeve.

2. Remove the retaining circlip and disassemble the needle assembly.

3. Change the 19 x 180 mm x 3 mm needles and reassemble the needles into the
sleeve.

4. Complete the final re-assembly of the Air Needle Scaler screwing the sleeve to
the tool body and securing the grub screws.
