Gas connections on the heater are leak tested at the factory prior to shipment. A complete gas
tightness check must be performed due to possible mishandling in shipment or excessive pressure
being applied to the heater gas connections.

Do not paint the radiant screen, control panel or top canopy reflector.

Control compartment, burner and circulation air passageways of the heater must be kept clean.More frequent
cleaning may be required as necessary.

The gas cylinder should be turned 0 when the heater is not in use.

Check the heater immediately if any of the following occurs:

-the heater does not reach temperature.

-the burner makes popping noise during use ( a slight noise is normal when the burner is

extinguished )

-smell of gas in conjunction with extreme yellow tipping of the burner flames.

The regulator/hose assembly must be located out of pathways where people may trip over it or in area where the
hose will not be subject to accidental damage.

Any guard or other protective device removed for servicing the heater must be replaced before operating the heater.
Adults and children should stay away from high temperature surface to avoid burns or clothing ignition.
Children should be carefully supervised when they are in the area of the heater.

Operation and Storage

3. Check the tightness of the gas valve for damage. If you suspect damage, have it changed
by your gas dealer.

Assembly Steps

STEP1

1-1. Use 6pcs Self Taping Screws to join the burner head and tank
housing body.

Note: 1. Ensure the controls are facing the door side.

2. Please screw them loosely and adjust fitment, then tighten
the screws.

STEP2

2-1. Open the door of tank housing.
2-2. Attach the regulator to the gas cylinder and tighten with

wrench if fitted with a nut, or tighten by hand if fitted with a hand
wheel.

2-3. Then leak test the gas inlet and gas cylinder connections as
explained on page 5.

2-4. Put the gas cylinder into the tank housing, then close the door.

Pilot Service

The pilot burner should produce a small blue flame. If your pilot flame is very large or
orange or the pilot flame comes out of the side holes, you need to service your pilot
burner.

To service the pilot burner, remove the safety guard then remove the perforated emitter to
access the pilot. Then insert a pipe cleaner into the air holes at the base of the pilot tube,
and in the pilot burner tube as shown below to clear spider webs or nests.

Blow air through the pilot burner tube and through the air holes at the base of the pilot
tube to clear the pilot burner of dead moths or bugs.

Don't poke wire or drills into the pilot burner to prevent damage to the precise gas jet
inside the pilot tube.

A pilot blockage will prevent normal operation of your heater so regularly check your pilot.
