Installing the Roof Guttering Cleaning Set

1.  With the Nozzle attached to the jet blower, slide the Adaptor over the outlet of the nozzle as far as 
it will go, aligning the adaptor grove (a) with the raised tab (b) on the outlet of the nozzle so it is 
in line with open (c) as you 
do this.

2.  Rotate the adaptor to lock the raised tab (b) in opening (c).
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WARNING! DO NOT USE ANY ATTACHMENTS OR ACCESSORIES NOT 
RECOMMENDED BY THE MANUFACTURER OF THIS PRODUCT, AS IT CAN

3.  Screw the 400mm Extension onto the Adaptor.

4.  Depending on your requirements, screw on more 400mm extensions or the Gutter Nozzle.

Note: Maximum of three extensions should 
be equipped for a approximate tool length of 1.8 
metres, suitable for most single story buildings.

DO NOT use for application above recommended 
gutter height of 3.3 metres.

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OPERATION

The Brushless Jet Blower with Roof Guttering Cleaning Kit is designed for clearing away loose and 
light debris, such as leaves and moss from roof guttering.

 Hold the jet blower firmly with both 
hands, direct the gutter nozzle so that 
it enters the roof guttering as a slight 
angle. The opening must point away 
from yourself so that you will not be hit 
by objects lying in the roof guttering.

Turn the jet blower on, set the desired 
blowing velocity by pressing the speed 
button. 
Move slowly in order to free the roof 
gutter of debris.

Be careful where you point the jet of 
air as it can move heavy material and 
cause injury or damage to bystanders.

Note: Be aware of other people and 
animals in the area where you are to be 
operating the Jet blower.

Note: Avoid collisions with hard 
objects which could damage your jet 
blower and supplied attachments.
