S TILING PROJECT

Continue following the steps listed above
to complete your tilling project.

Tiles may be cut using a utility
knife. To fit a partial tile place a
loose tile against the wall and
overlapping the last placed tile,
use a pencil and ruler to mark
where the tile need to be cut.
Cut with the utility knife and
install the cut vinyl tile
matching up the grout lines.

Slide the tile under mouldings
and trim whenever needed.
