Your Product is guaranteed for a period of 60 months from the original date of 
purchase and is intended for DIY (Do It Yourself) use only. If a product is defective it 
will be replaced in accordance with the terms of this warranty. Lithium Ion 
batteries and chargers are covered by a 36 month 
warranty and are excluded from the warranty extension. Warranty excludes 
consumable parts.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

WARNING! Read all safety warnings, instructions, illustrations and specifications provided with 
this power tool. Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/
or serious injury.
Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-operated 
(cordless) power tool.
1) Work area safety
a)  Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.
b)  Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, 

gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.
c)  Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose 

control.
2) Electrical safety 
a)  Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter 

plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of 
electric shock.

b)  Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and 
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

c)  Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase the risk 
of electric shock.

d)  Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep 
cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk 
of electric shock.

e)  When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord 
suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

f)  If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD) 
protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

3) Personal safety
a)  Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power tool. Do not use 

a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment of 
inattention while operating power tools may result in serious personal injury.

b)  Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protection. Protective equipment such as a dust 
mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat or hearing protection used for appropriate conditions will reduce 
personal injuries.

c)  Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the switch is in the off-position before connecting to power 
source and/or battery pack, picking up or carrying the tool. Carrying power tools with your finger on 
the switch or energising power tools that have the switch on invites accidents.

d)  Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key left attached 
to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury.

e)  Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better control of the 
power tool in unexpected situations.

f)  Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair and clothing away from moving 
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

g)  If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these are 
connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

h)  Do not let familiarity gained from frequent use of tools allow you to become complacent and ignore 
tool safety principles. A careless action can cause severe injury within a fraction of a second.

4) Power tool use and care
a)  Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power tool 

will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.
b)  Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be 

controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.
c)  Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or remove the battery pack, if detachable, from 

the power tool before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such 
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

d)  Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the 
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands of 
untrained users.

e)  Maintain power tools and accessories. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage 
of parts and any other condition that may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the 
power tool repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

f)  Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less 
likely to bind and are easier to control.

g)  Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions, taking into 
account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power tool for operations 
different from those intended could result in a hazardous situation.

h)  Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry, clean and free from oil and grease. Slippery handles and 
grasping surfaces do not allow for safe handling and control of the tool in unexpected situations.

5) Battery tool use and care
a)  Recharge only with the charger specified by the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for one type of 

battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with another battery pack.
b)  Use power tools only with specifically designated battery packs. Use of any other battery packs may 

create a risk of injury and fire.
c)  When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins, keys, 

nails, screws or other small metal objects, that can make a connection from one terminal to another. 
Shorting the battery terminals together may cause burns or a fire.

d)  Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If contact accidentally 
occurs, flush with water. If liquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical help. Liquid ejected from the 
battery may cause irritation or burns.

e)  Do not use a battery pack or tool that is damaged or modified. Damaged or modified batteries may 
exhibit unpredictable behaviour resulting in fire, explosion or risk of injury.

f)  Do not expose a battery pack or tool to fire or excessive temperature. Exposure to fire or temperature 
above 130 °C may cause explosion.

g)  Follow all charging instructions and do not charge the battery pack or tool outside the temperature 
range specified in the instructions. Charging improperly or at temperatures outside the specified range 
may damage the battery and increase the risk of fire.

6) Service
a)  Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical replacement parts. This 

will ensure that the safety of the power tool is maintained.
b)  Never service damaged battery packs. Service of battery packs should only be performed by the 

manufacturer or authorized service providers.

• Disposing of dust. Be extremely careful of dust disposal, materials in fine particle form may 
be explosive. Do not throw sanding dust on an open fire. Spontaneous combustion, may in 
time, result from a mixture of oil or water with dust particles.

• Always wear eye protection and a dust mask for dusty applications and when sanding 
overhead. Sanding particles can be absorbed by your eyes and inhaled easily and may cause 
health complications.

• Use special precautions when sanding chemically pressure treated timber, paint that may 
be lead based, or any other materials that may contain carcinogens. A suitable breathing 
respirator and protective clothing must be worn by all persons entering the work area. 
Work should be sealed by plastic sheeting and persons not protected should be kept out 
until work area is thoroughly cleaned.

• Do not ‘wet sand’ with this sander. Liquids entering the motor housing are an electrical 
shock hazard.

• Keep fingers and clothing away from belt. They could get cut or wedged between the pulley, 
belt and motor housing. 

• Properly adjust the tracking of belt to avoid it overhanging the housing. A running belt 
overhanging its housing can cause severe lacerations. 

• Avoid using power tools for long periods of time without breaks. Vibration from tools can be 
transmitted into your hands and arms.

• Where possible, use clamps or a vice to hold the workpiece. It is safer than using your 
hand.

WARNING! Some dust created by power sanding, sawing, grinding, drilling and other construction 
activities contain chemicals known to cause cancer, birth defects or other reproductive harm. 
Some examples of these chemicals are: 
- Lead from lead-based paints; 
- Crystalline silica from bricks, cement and other masonry products, and; 
- Arsenic and chromium from chemically-treated timber.

Cleaning

• Keep the ventilation slots of the tool clean at all times to ensure efficient 
operation.

• After each use, blow air through the tool housing to ensure it is free from 
all dust, dirt, etc. Build up of dust or dirt particles may cause the tool to 
overheat and shorten the life of the tool.

• If the housing of the tool requires cleaning, do not use solvents. Use of a 
cloth only is recommended. 

• Never allow any liquid to get inside the tool, never immerse any part of 
the tool into liquid.

Storage

When not in use, the tool should be stored in a dry, frost free location, keep 
out of children’s reach.

Installing The Battery Pack

1.  Slide the battery into the tool 
base until it clicks into place.

Removing The Battery Pack

1.  Hold down the battery release 
button (a) and then slide the 
battery out. (b)

Installing The Sanding Disk

1.  Align the holes on the sheet with 
the holes and press the sanding 
sheet firmly onto the hook and 
loop sanding pad.

2.  To remove the sanding sheet 
simply peel the sheet off the pad.

Installing The Dust Extraction Adaptor

1.  Push the dust extractor adapter onto the 
dust extraction port.

2.  Now connect the supplied dust extraction 
canister to the dust extractor adapter.

Note:  You can also attach an Ozito 
Vaccum hose to this adaptor.

Note:  Extraction takes place directly through the sanding paper and the 
sanding disk into the dust canister.

3.  Open the cust canister lid and clean it 
from time to time once filled with dust. 

4.  Fit the lid tightly again after emptying the 
dust from the dust canister.

On/Off Trigger

1.  To switch on the tool, move the 
on/off trigger to ( I ) 

2.  To switch off the tool, move the 
on/off trigger to ( O )

Speed Settings

1.  To operate the sander at a slower 
speed, rotate the variable speed 
dial to a lower number.

2.  To operate the sander at a faster 
speed, rotate the variable speed 
dial to a higher number.

Note:  ‘6’is the highest speed setting whereas ‘1’is the lowest.

Sanding

1.  If required, secure the material to be 
sanded so that it doesn’t slip from under 
the sander.

2.  Firmly grasp the sander and turn the unit on 
and choose the desired speed.

3.  Let the motor build up to maximum speed. Gradually lower it onto the 
workpiece with a slight forward movement.

4.  For optimum results, move the sander back and forth in steady strokes.

Note:  Keep the entire sanding pad in contact with the workpiece at all 
times during sanding.

5.  Upon completion of the sanding operation, remove the sander from the 
workpiece and then turn off the sander.

Sanding Tips
Never force the sander. The weight of the sander supplies adequate 
pressure, allowing the sandpaper to do the work. Applying additional 
pressure will slow the motor, rapidly wear the sandpaper, and greatly 
reduce the sander speed. This will slow the removal rate and produce an 
inferior quality surface..

Note:  Excessive pressure will overload the motor, causing possible 
damage to the sander by overheating the motor; or damage to the 
workpiece.

Note:  Be sure to check your workpiece often. The sander is capable of 
removing material rapidly, especially with coarse paper.

Note:  Do not sand on one spot for too long. The sander’s rapid action may 
remove too much material, creating an uneven surface.

Note:  Use a coarse grit for coarse sanding and a finer grit for finish 
sanding. You can find the best grit size for the job by carrying out 
sanding tests.,

Sanding Paper Selection

Selecting the correct grit of sandpaper is an important step in achieving 
optimum results. Coarse grit will remove the most material. Finer grit will 
produce a smoother finish. The condition of the workpiece will determine 
the grit of the sandpaper to be used. The higher the grit number, the finer 
the grade of sandpaper.

If the surface is rough, start with a coarse grit and sand until the surface 
is uniform. Medium grit may then be used to remove scratches left by the 
coarser grit. Finer grit is then used to finish the surface. Always continue 
sanding with each grade of sandpaper until the surface is uniform.

Note:  If intermediate sanding is required, choose a grit rating between 
coarse and fine. The above table is intended as a guide only.         
To ensure a satisfactory result, a small, inconspicuous area should 
first be tested to ensure the grit of sandpaper chosen is suitable for 
the desired finish.

Note:  The PXBROS-125 comes with (1 x 60 Grit, 1 x 80 Grit and 1 x 120 
Grit) Sand Papers. Additional Grits are sold separately.
