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A cord guide may be installed lower than 1600mm above floor level if the cord is sufficiently secured
or tensioned to prevent a loop of 220mm or longer from being formed.

If a cord guide is installed lower then 1600mm above floor level it must be designed to prevent a
child from being able to remove the cord; and

If a cleat is used to secure the cord it must be at least 1600mm above the floor level because a child
is capable of unwinding a cord from a cleat.
