PREVIOUSLY PAINTED OR VARNISHED TIMBER FURNITURE:
Strip back to bare timber using Johnstone’s Professional Timber Stripper, and/or sanding. For exterior surfaces
clean with Johnstone's Professional Deck & Timber Cleaner following Label instructions.

PREVIOUSLY STAINED AND OILED TIMBER FURNITURE:
