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Safety, performance, and dependability have been given
top priority in the design of your cordless edger.

INTENDED USE
The product is intended for edging along sidewalks,
driveway, flower beds, and similar areas.

The product is not allowed to be used for cutting or
chopping hedges, shrubs, bushes, flowers and compost.

Do not use the product for any other purpose.

GENERAL SAFETY WARNINGS

A WARNING

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure
to follow the warnings and instructions may result in
electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your
mainsoperated (corded) power tool or battery-operated
(cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

m  Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark
areas invite accidents.

m Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

m  Keep children and bystanders away while operating
a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

m Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter
plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools.

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

= Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power
tool for your application. The correct power tool will
do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

= Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn
it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be controlled
with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

n Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or
the battery pack from the power tool before making
any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing
power tools.

Some regions have regulations that restrict the use of
the product to some operations. Check with your local
authority for advice.

Avoid using the product in bad weather especially if
there is a risk of lightning.

Use the product in daylight or with good artificial light.
Avoid using on wet grass.

Keep proper footing and balance at all times.

Do not walk backwards when using the product.

Walk, never run.

Keep the head attachment below waist level.

Do not cut on surfaces other than grass on ground.
Never use the product with damaged guards or without
guards in place.

Keep hands and feet away from the cutting means at
all times and especially when switching on the motor.
Beware of objects thrown by the cutting blade.

Turn off the product and remove the battery pack. Make
sure all moving parts have come to a complete stop:

e before servicing

before leaving the product unattended

before clearing a blockage

before checking, cleaning, and working on the
product

before changing accessories

after striking a foreign object

whenever performing maintenance

whenever the product starts to vibrate abnormally
Wear protective glasses or goggles.

Always ensure that ventilation openings are kept clear
of debris.

Do not operate the product while barefoot or when
wearing sandals or similar lightweight footwear. Wear
protective footwear that will protect your feet and
improve your footing on slippery surfaces.

Do not use the product if the switch trigger does not turn
it on or off. Any product that cannot be controlled with
the switch trigger is dangerous and must be repaired.
Do not grasp the exposed cutting edges when picking
up or holding the product.

Replace dull or worn blade, do not attempt to sharpen.
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Do not use the edger on or near gravel surfaces.

Make yourself familiar with the area you are edging. Be
aware of uneven sidewalks and holes in the terrain as
well as other similar hazardous conditions.

Do not attempt to remove cut material or hold material
to be cut when the motor is running or when the cutting
blade is moving.

A coasting blade can cause injury while it continues
to spin after the motor is stopped or throttle trigger
released. Maintain proper control until the blade has
completely stopped rotating.

ADDITIONAL BATTERY SAFETY WARNINGS

A WARNING

To reduce the risk of fire, personal injury, and product
damage due to a short circuit, never immerse your
tool, battery pack or charger in fluid or allow a fluid to
flow inside them.

Release the trigger to reset the product and
pull the trigger to resume operation.

Stop the product, remove the battery pack, and allow it
to cool down before storing or transporting.

Clean all foreign material from the product.

It is reported that cold weather is a major factor
contributing to Raynaud’s Syndrome.

m After each period of operation, exercise to increase
blood circulation.

m Take frequent work breaks. Limit the amount of
exposure per day.

CONNECTING THE POWER HEAD TO THE EDGER
ATTACHMENT
See Figure 2.

A WARNING

Never install, remove, or adjust any attachment while
power head is running or with the battery pack installed.
Failure to stop the motor or remove the battery pack can
result in serious personal injury.

The attachment connects to the power head by means of

a coupler device.

= Remove the battery pack if installed.

m Align the arrows on the edger attachment and the power
head. Insert the plug on the attachment into the opening
on the coupler. Make sure the plug is fully seated.

m Slide the threaded coupler on the power head onto the
threaded based on the attachment and turn the coupler
clockwise. Tighten securely.

NOTE: Once assembled correctly, the edger attachment

and power head should not separate when pulled. Repeat

above steps if pieces can be separated.

A WARNING

Failure to secure the edger attachment and power head
as instructed above could result in serious personal
injury.

REMOVING THE EDGER ATTACHMENT FROM THE
POWER HEAD

= Remove the battery pack.

m  Turn the coupler counterclockwise to unlock. Then
remove the edger shaft from the power head.

OPERATION
A WARNING

INSTALLING THE BATTERY PACK
See Figure 3.

A WARNING

Always remove battery pack from your product when you
are assembling parts, making adjustments, cleaning, or
when not in use. Removing battery pack will prevent
accidental starting that could cause serious personal
injury.

m Insert the battery pack into the product as shown.

A WARNING

Make sure the latch (or latches) on the battery pack
snap in place and the battery pack is fully seated and
secure in the power head battery port before beginning
operation. Failure to securely seat the battery pack could
cause the battery pack to fall out, resulting in serious
personal injury.

REMOVING THE BATTERY PACK
See Figure 3.

m Depress the latch on the battery pack.
= Remove the battery pack.

@



A WARNING

To avoid serious personal injury, always remove the
battery pack and keep hands clear of the lock-out when
carrying or transporting the tool.

ADJUSTING THE FRONT HANDLE

See Figure 4.

The angle of the front handle can be adjusted 180°.
= Remove the battery pack.

m  Set the edger on a flat surface and turn the knob
counterclockwise to loosen the handle.

m For edging, adjust the handle downward.

m  Turn the knob clockwise until the handle is securely
tightened before reinstalling the battery pack.

STARTING /STOPPING THE EDGER

See Figure 5.

To start:

m  Press and hold the lock-out.

m Depress the switch trigger.

To stop:

= Release the switch trigger to stop the edger.

m Upon release of the switch trigger, the lock-out will
automatically reset to the locked position.

OPERATING THE EDGER
See Figure 6.

m Hold the edger with your right hand on the rear handle
and your left hand on the front handle.

m  Keep a firm grip with both hands while in operation.

m  Edger should be held at a comfortable position with the
rear handle about hip height.

m  The edger will edge along sidewalks, driveways, flower
beds, curbs, and similar areas.

m Cut at a steady pace. If the blade begins to bog down,
you are edging too fast; slow your pace. Do not force
the blade into ground.

m Light contact of the blade against the sidewalk edge,
curb, etc., is acceptable and will not damage the edger.

m Best appearance is obtained when grass is dry. Avoid
edging in wet soil or wet grass areas or the blade guard
might clog and result in an uneven edge. If the blade
guard becomes clogged, stop the edger, remove the
battery, and remove debris from the blade guard.

NOTE: The edger is best suited for maintaining lawn

edges. When using the edger on a surface that has not

been prepared, expected runtime may decrease due to an
increased load on the motor.

A WARNING

Always hold the edger away from the body keeping
clearance between the body and the edger. Any contact
with the edger cutting head while operating can result in
serious personal injury.

ADJUSTING THE DEPTH OF CUT

See Figure 7-8.

= Remove the battery pack.

= Loosen the depth adjusting lever and move the wheel
arm up to increase the depth or down to decrease the
depth.

m Lever locks into one of four positions.

= Replace the battery pack.

NOTE: Adjust the blade depth from 1/2 in. to 1 in. deep

initially. Make a shallow cut to test the cutting depth. If

the cutting depth needs adjusting, this should be done

progressively until the desired depth is reached.

REPLACING THE BLADE

See Figures 9 - 10.

Replace blades when worn down to indicator hole on blade.

= Remove the battery pack.

m  Wear gloves when handling blade.

m  Align the slot in the flange washer with the slot in the
gear case ring; place the holding pin through both slots
to secure in place.

m Using the wrench (included), turn the blade nut
counterclockwise to loosen.

= Remove the old blade from the motor shaft.

m Clean debris from the edger shaft, flange washer and
cupped washer.

m Center the new blade on the flange washer, making
sure the blade sits flat.

m  Properly install the cupped washer with the raised
center area with the hole not touching the blade and
the outer ring of the cupped washer touching the blade.

= Install the blade nut onto the motor shaft and reinsert
the holding pin into the slots as described above.

= Using a wrench, turn the blade nut clockwise onto the
edger shaft and tighten securely.

A WARNING

Always make sure the blade is correctly installed and
securely fastened before each use. Failure to properly
install the blade may result in serious personal injury.

STORING THE EDGER
= Remove the battery pack from the edger before storing.
m Clean all foreign material from the edger.
